Written report – Each team member will provide a paragraph of written information about their specialty. Divide your Era into periods, if appropriate. Use full sentences. Neatness counts.

The Paleo-zoologist will describe the types of living organisms alive at that 
time


The Geologist will describe the physical features of the Earth at that time ie. 
oceans, mountains, continents


The Historian will describe the major events that occurred at that time. The
