-ir verbs (regular)
-ir verbs are “stem changing verbs”. 


Take the infinitive of the verb and remove the infinitive ending.


What you have left is the stem, to which you add your personal verb endings which must match the subject. For the plural forms of regular –ir verbs, you add   ‘-iss’ to the stem:
