	Essential Understanding

	At the end of this lesson, I hope the students have continued to improve on their writing skills. They should be capitalizing words when needed and using proper punctuation. Their sentences should make sense, and their writing should be legible. During this lesson, students will be practicing making connections from text to self about the seasons. They will also be practicing using prior knowledge and writing legibly.

	Prior Learning

	For the past week and a half that I have been in the classroom, the students have been learning about temperature and the appropriate kinds of clothing to wear during the different seasons and different types of weather. The students should already have a firm grasp on the four seasons, and should understand what the weather is like during each season, and the types of activities that you can do during that type of weather.

	Objectives

	The student will be able to write complete sentences that make sense.
The student will be able to write complete sentences using proper conventions.

The student will be able to identify all four seasons and the type of weather/temperature that takes place during each season.

	Assessment

	The students will be asked to brainstorm ideas and write complete sentences about their favorite season. The informal assessment will include me checking with each student to be sure that they are writing sentences that make sense, and that they are capitalizing all words that need to be, and also using proper punctuation.

	Engagement

	I will ask the students to sit on the carpet, and I will read them a short picture book called Simon Says: Seasons. This book will help them come up with some ideas of things they can write about. We will also have small discussions during the read aloud.

	Lesson Procedure

	1. Students will be asked to sit on carpet, and we will briefly discuss the four seasons and the topics they have been learning about over the past week (temperature, weather)
2. Students and will listen to read aloud.
3. Students will have a chance to discuss their favorite seasons and reasons why they like that particular season.
4. Students will then be shown modeled sentences writing by the teacher.

5. Review conventions of writing a complete sentence, and strategies to help make sure sentences make sense.

6. Students will return to their tables to brainstorm ideas.

7. Students will then begin writing sentences about their favorite season.

8. Students will be asked to check for capital letters at the beginning of a sentences, and punctuation at the end.

	Closure

	There isn’t really a closure activity for this lesson. The students are normally just asked to write for a specified amount of time, and when the timer goes off they know to put their stuff away and then get ready to move on to their next lesson. I figured I would try to keep somewhat of the same routine that they are used to.

	Adaptations for Special Needs

	There currently are not any students labeled as special needs in this classroom, but there are two students with very low abilities. These two students are encouraged to do their best and write as much as they can, but are not expected to do as well as the other students. These students typically receive extra help to brainstorm ideas, which hopefully makes it a little easier for them to begin writing.
