Planning a Site


Purpose:  To plan and design a web site for a web site project on your hobby
Instructions: You are employed by Freeman Production Company as a Web Master. You have been approached by your supervisor to create and design a web site. Before you will be set free to design, you must storyboard and plan your web site to prove to your supervisor you are worthy of being a web designer. Use the information below to map out a plan your website. The theme of your web site is your hobby (example for me is SCRAPBOOKING). 


The general audience for your site are people that participate/like/enjoy in your hobby by choice! Include facts that will attract the visitors (new to the hobby and experts in your hobby) to your site!
Elements the clients want included on the site include: 

· Interest grabbing home page that reflects positive side of hobby
· Links that are easy to follow and navigate to each page or section about the computer parts

· Detailed information (information referenced)

· Pictures

Your task (WHAT YOU ARE TO DO) is to plan your site. 
For each statement below, write out your plan.  

1. State the goal of your site. Examples include: Provide information, Sell a product, Increase brand recognition, Provide help or instructions for use, or other? 
2. Describe your Target Audience. (Some of this you will give an educated guess ( )
This would be the user-profile (age range of the user? gender of the user? education level of the user? economic situation of the user? primary language of the user?

3. Conduct Market Research
- Find 3-5 websites that are similar in goals as your site. For example, if I am going to sell scrapbook supplies, find 5 sites that sell supplies. Keep in mind location, store size, etc when conducting market research.  
- List the site URL AND describe aspects of each of the sites you like and don’t like. 
4. Create End-User Scenarios
Describe to me your site. Use very descriptive words so I can “see” your site by your description. 

5. Create Categories of Information by drawing the site structure of your website plan. State what pages will be on the site 





6. Describe the navigation inside your website.

7. Select Colors.
Give a basic description of the background, color(s) of font, borders, etc for the site.
