Punctuation Guide


PERIODS

Use a period after a sentence making a statement or giving a command. 

Use a period after an initial.

Do not use a period after a nickname.

Use a period after most abbreviations.  

Use a period after requests or indirect questions.


QUESTION MARKS AND EXCLAMATION MARKS

Use a question mark after a direct question.

Use an exclamation mark to express strong or sudden feeling.


COMMA

Use a comma after each item in a series, except the last one.

Use a comma to separate consecutive adjectives when the and has been omitted.

Use a comma to separate a dependent clause that precedes the main clause.
