Homework

Homework will be assigned on: Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday. The homework assignment will be posted on the board everyday and directions will be explained verbally. It is the student’s responsibility to write the assignment down in their assignment book. In an effort to prepare them for middle school, teachers will not sign assignment pads. Please check the assignment book nightly. All homework and class work must be turned in on time. As a general rule, late assignments will not be accepted. Students will not be allowed to call home if they forget their work.
Progress Reports
As required by Mobile County Public Schools, progress reports will be sent home mid quarter.   The child is expected to bring the signed progress folder back to school the same week that it is sent home. All tests will be kept on file at the school. If you would like to look at the tests, please let me know in advance and I will schedule a conference.  *** Remember that grades can also be checked online. 
Absences

In order for your child to be successful, REGULAR school attendance is crucial. When your child is absent, tardy or picked up early, he or she misses valuable instructional time. Please send a written note whenever your child is absent. It is the responsibility of the student to contact the teacher for missed assignments. However, please keep in mind that some assignments will be difficult or impossible to make up (such as computers, hands-on activities, experiments, group activities, and oral reviews for tests). If you know in advance that your child will be picked up early that day for an appointment, please send a note that morning. It will be very much appreciated

As a good behavior incentive, Friday Happy Treats will be given to students that remain on A or B for the entire week. 
Snack

Behavior Expectations

Appropriate behavior is expected by all students. If a child chooses not to behave appropriately, he/she will receive a consequence for his/her action.

Classroom Rules:

*It is very important to understand that homework is considered to be a part of your child’s behavior. It is a direct reinforcement tool for an objective and teaches the child responsibility. Verbal warnings will be given out prior to the following consequences.
Consequences (cumulative weekly):

1. 1st time:   Verbal Warning 
2. 2nd time: Sign Behavior Log/
3.  3rd time: Quality Thinking Time(QTT)-1 day 

4. 4th time: Quality Thinking Time for the rest of the week.(QTT) 
5. 5th time: Phone call home and/or Mandatory Conference 

Reading Requirements
Students will have specific reading requirements each quarter. This is a significant portion of their workstudy grade.  If students receive an N (not satisfactory) in work study and A’s/B’s in all other content areas, they will NOT get an honor roll certificate.
