GRADING POLICIES

Daily Assignments, Homework and class notes: 

Class Notes:

· Each student must have a spiral notebook specifically for Chemistry Notes.  This notebook will be a part of the homework grade and will be graded at the end of each unit.  If a student is absent it is their responsibility to get with the teacher or another student to ensure the notes are up to date.
 Homework:

Class assignments and homework are a vital part of a student’s education.  Assignments are to be completed in a timely and efficient manner with 100% effort:

** Each Student will be responsible for a weekly homework tracking sheet.  This is to be turned in each Monday for a weekly homework grade.  

· Each students will be given 2 late passes per trimester
· No assignments will be accepted past 2 days late.
· It is the students’ responsibility to follow-up with the teacher for missed work when absent.
· If the assignment is already given prior to absence and a student is absent on the due date, the assignment is due immediately upon return.
 Assessment Grades:  

Quizzes:

There will normally be several quizzes and a monthly test during each unit.  Quizzes/tests will be announced well in advance.    

 Labs:

There will be several labs during each trimester.  Lab grades may count as assessment grades.  Many labs will require a formal lab report.  It is the responsibility of the student to keep up with their write-ups and labs.  Students may have their lab write-ups assessed once by the instructor in advance without grade penalty until one day before the due date.  

Writing Assignments:

There will be several writing assignments each trimester.  Some will be recorded as daily grades while others will be recorded as assessment grades.  You will be informed at the time of the assignment.

Final:

Final exams are 20% of the trimester grade.  
 Grading Scale:

Extra Credit:

Extra credit assignments will be made available to all students at different points throughout the course.  

Make-up Work:

It is the student's responsibility to get make-up assignments and notes from the teacher or another student at an appropriate time (not during lecture, lab, or other highly engaging activities).  You are expected to make up assignments in a timely manner.  That is, you will have the amount of time you missed to complete the assignments.  Each student has a file that they should reference for any missed handouts.
